Thank you to all who attended Church Conference last week. 
We gathered together to pray, discuss, and make two key 
decisions: 

1. Checking Account - The members of FBC Forest Park  
voted to allow the Finance Team and Trustees to withdraw 
money from our investments as needed in order to maintain a 
balance of $50,000 in our checking account. This minimum 
balance is approximately one month’s expenses. 

2. Reallocating Funds - The members of FBC Forest Park 
voted to allow the Finance Team and Trustees to reallocate the 
funds held in our Designated Accounts into our General Fund 
as needed. The three Designated Accounts allowed to be 
reallocated are the “Ministry Fund,” “Missions Fund,” and 
“Capitol Improvements Fund.” 

Both of these items were decided unanimously.
